· Lesson Objectives:

i. TLW recall the process used to find a scale used in a map or drawing.
ii. TLW determine a scale that can be used to increase the size of a drawing.

iii. TLW discuss and apply a strategy to use their scale to recreate a drawing of their choosing.
II. Materials Needed

· Teacher supplied:

i. White construction paper
ii. Customary and Metric rulers

· Student supplied:

i. Colored pencils

III. Procedure

· Review yesterday’s work with scales.
· Ask students to brainstorm how we could use the same idea to increase the size of a drawing or map.

· Allow students time to pick a photo or drawing to recreate using a scale of their choosing.

· Have students brainstorm ways to use this scale to be sure that the picture is accurate.

i. If they struggle, help them by showing them how using a grid can help.

· Allow students time to create their scaled drawings.
